Abstract. The article analyzes the ethnocultural interactions of the Kyrgyz with other peoples
of the Fergana Valley in the late 19th and early 20th centuries, based on ethnographic sources. It
examines interethnic contacts with Uzbeks, Tajiks, Russian colonists, and Kazakhs in the spheres of
economy, marital ties, folklore, and material culture. Particular attention is paid to the adaptation of
the Kyrgyz to a sedentary lifestyle, the adoption of irrigation technologies, and the preservation of
traditional identity through the epic Manas and clan institutions. The study draws on the works of N.
F. Sitnyakovsky, V. P. and M. V. Nalivkin, materials from the Turkestan Branch of the Russian
Geographical Society, and field records from the 1920s. The findings emphasize the Fergana Valley
as a zone of cultural synthesis, where the Kyrgyz acted as active participants in polyethnic dialogue.
The results contribute to understanding the historical foundations of the region’s contemporary ethnic
diversity.
