Abstract. Today, most young people learn about mental disorders not from doctors, but from
social media — an environment where algorithms promote content based on emotional engagement
rather than accuracy. This gives rise to two persistent phenomena that are opposite in form but equally
dangerous in their consequences: the demonization and romanticization of mental disorders.
Demonization portrays people with mental disorders as threats — unpredictable, frightening, and
requiring isolation. It reinforces stigma, restricts access to help, and perpetuates fears that society
should have long overcome. Schizophrenia continues to be associated with aggression, borderline
personality disorder with toxicity, and antisocial personality disorder with serial killers.
Romanticization operates differently: it turns illness into aesthetics, symptoms into personality traits,
and diagnosis into a basis for identity. Depression becomes a marker of depth and sensitivity, anxiety
an excuse for introversion, and ADHD an endearing absentmindedness. The result is mass self-
diagnosis, delayed professional help-seeking, and, in some cases, deliberate refusal of treatment out
of fear of “losing oneself.” Both phenomena are sustained by algorithms that reward this type of
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content with reach, and by an information vacuum created where the professional community remains
silent. The article examines how both phenomena emerged — historically and within the logic of
digital platforms — which disorders are most frequently targeted, and what can be done at the level
of individuals, platforms, educational systems, and the scientific community.
